This was
the first time that a European operator had placed an order for a luxury liner with
a shipyard outside Europe. Mitsubishi Heavy Industries and the shipbuilding
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industry as a whole had entertained great hopes for the construction of the largest
passenger liner ever built in Japan in a bid to bail them out of the stagnant
business climate. Instead, their prestige was severely impaired by the
unprecedented accident.

In the gubernatorial election in Nagano Prefecture, central Japan, a governor
deposed by the assembly made a friumphant comeback by an overwhelming
popular vote. The 46-year-old writer-turned governor, Yasuo Tanaka, had lost his
job when the prefectural assembly passed a no-confidence motion against him
after 20 months in office. Assembly members, mostly conservatives, were dead
set against the governor's 'no dam" declaration and lashed out against his
political posture which they termed as reckless and dogmatic. They asserted that
the governor should pay a price for the continued standstill in assembly business.
The governor had no choice but to elther dissolve the assembly or lose his job.
He chose the latfer to seek out voters views on whether or not he was suited for
the governorship. Among his six contenders including also-rans, most vigorous
was a 50-year-old woman lawyer backed by conservative assemblymen and
heads of municipalities as well as organized labor in the prefecture. Tanaka
garnered more than 800-thousand votes compared to his archrival's
400-thousand. Voter turnout was 74 percent, reflecting the high concern of
citizens. Most voters who responded to exit polls said they envisaged political
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reform. In a gathering to offer congratulations for his victory, Governor Tanaka,
dubbed "Yasshie', proclaimed that he will pursue the no-more-dams policy and
promised to scrap two dam projects for the sake of environmental protection.

strenuous efforts gave momentum to the quest for transparency in the closed-
door screening system.

certain TV stations prematurely aired his obituary which they had prepared
in advance as is often the case for aged ailing celebrities.

According to the IT Strategy Headquarters, the objective of the government-
sponsored free personal computer lessons was to help defuse the potential
digital divide which might pose a social problem in the near future.

Japan's traditional spectator sport, Oh-Zumo or professional sumo, now seems to
be at a turning point after the retirement of the great Yokozuna Tanakohana and
the promotion to Yokozuna by the up-and-coming Asashoryu from Mongolia.
Takanohana, together with his elder brother, Yokozuna Wakanohana, had built up
a golden age of the national pastime. They were thoroughbreds in the sumo
world as sons of a popular Ozeki and nephews of one of the strongest Yokozuna
dubbed " the Demon on the Ring ". The media often took up the heroes of the
times, reporting on their love affairs and other gossip. In their keyday, admission
tickets were sold out before the six tournaments, making the arenas full of
enthusiastic fans. Though average in size in the senior Makuuchi Division,
Takanohana braved Akebono and Musashimaru, gigantic wrestlers from Hawaii,
to win the Makuuchi championship 22 times during his brilliant 15-year career.
In the spring tournament when Takanohana retired at the age of 30, 22-year-old
Asashoryu became the third foreign wrestler to reach the supreme rank of
Yokozuna, following Akebono and Musashimaru. In the same tourney, wrestlers
from abroad garnered the championships in five of the six divisions. Among 660
wrestlers belonging to the Sumo Association, one out of eight is foreigner with
Mongolians topping the list. Asashoryu is smaller than the average wrestler. But
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his speed, exquisite technique and zeal prompted the promotion to Yokozuna he
had dreamt of. It took only four years after his debut, the fastest ever since the
war. In a sense, he was lucky since he had no bouts with Yokozuna and some of
the senior Ozeki were absent because of injuries. Some critics say sumo
wrestlers are overweight and apt to get injured easily, resulting in boring bouts
and a diminishing number of sumo fans.

NASA officials ruled out the possibility of human error on the part of
astronauts in the disaster of Columbia which exploded during the re-entry
into the earth's atmosphere.

The on-the-spot inspection of the crippled nuclear reactor showed that the
damage was extensive contrary to the prior-explanations by officials of the
power company.

The main opposition party, composed of splinters from different political
groups, was often on the verge of splitting over wranglings on such crucial
issues as national security and nuclear power generation.

According to a UN report, the human rights situation in China seems to be
improving on the whole in parallel with the rapid industrialization of the
country progressing.

The space shuttle was to touch down on fime until just before its re-entry
into the earth's atmosphere when the temperatures on the surface of the
space craft soared to as high as 1,500 degrees Celsius.

Conservative members of Parliament were dead set against the ongoing
privatization scheme of post offices, saying the plan is contrary to the
interests of local people especially in underpopulated areas.

In the worst ever air-show calamity in history, more than 80 people perished
when a fighter crashed into a crowd of onlookers while performing
acrobatics to mark the 60th anniversary of the founding of the Ukraine Air
Force.

The IT Strategy Headquarters of the Cabinet planned to set up a nationwide
telecommunications network using opfical fiber and other means within a
few years, for 30 million households to benefit from broadband Internet
services.

Under the ordinance introduced by the Tokyo Metropolitan Government,
trucks and buses not installed with filters to cut pollutants were barred from
the capital to protect residents near the main streets from health hazards
caused by auto emissions.

Several elementary school children were hospitalized after inhaling
something with a disagreeable odor, which was later found to have been
caused by discharge from a nearby waste disposal plant.

Metal ore deposits were defected in photographs transmitted back to a
tracking station from a Japanese earth observation satellite equipped with an
optical sensor.

The newly-inaugurated President of South Korea reaffirmed that his country
will enhance its future-oriented relationship with Japan for which his
predecessor had paved the way without prejudice.

Passengers on board the Saga-originated express bus were shivering with
terror when a 17-year-old boy with a big kitchen knife threatened them
before he was overpowered by policemen at a service area in Hiroshima.
Chinese orphans of Japanese parentage are asking the Japanese government
to expedite procedures for their return to Japan since time is running out for
them to accommodate themselves to lives in their homeland.

During the Cold War, the United Nations was an ostensible world forum for
peace with permanent members of the Security Council abusing veto power
only for the interest of their own blocs.

The Space Shuttle, Columbia, exploded in midair just after its re-entry into the
earth's atmosphere to touch down as scheduled at Kennedy Space Center,
Florida, on the morning of February Ist, 2003. All seven astronauts on board,
including an Israeli Air Force colonel, were confirmed dead. People across the
world were shocked to see their TV screens showing white vapor trails splitting
and descending against azure skies over Texas. According to NASA, tens of
thousands of pieces of debris from the Columbia were scattered over vast areas
stretching across the continent from California to Louisiana. NASA officials say
the agency will make all-out efforts to get to the bottom of the accident before it
resumes the launching of a shuttle. They ruled out the possibility of terrorism for
the cause of the accident, which certain media reports hinted at in conection with
the first Israeli astronaut. This was the second midair explosion in shuttle
history, following that of the Challenger in 1986, which also killed seven
astronauts shortly after lift-off. Among NASA's four shuttles, Columbia was the
oldest, having made 28 space missions. The shuttles have been, and will be, the
mainstay spacecraft for carrying astronauts and materials to the international
orbital space station now under construction at an altitude of 400 kilometers as a
collaboration among 16 countries including the United States, Russia and Japan.
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Officials at the National Space Development Agency ( NASDA ) say the
Columbia disaster will certainly hamper the space station program which is
slated to be completed around 2008.

Trade between Japan and China dramatically increased in 2002 with Japan's
imports from China surpassing those from the United States for the first time.
Japan's imports from China reached a record of more than seven-trillion yen, a
nearly 10 percent increase over the previous year. Imports of machinery rose
sharply, as well as clothing, vegetables and other foods. Japan's exports to China
rose by 32 percent to 5 trillion yen, also a record. The brisk two-way trade was
partly attributed to China's accession to the World Trade Organization in late
2001. Under the WTO rules, China, with a population of some 1.3 billion,
promised to open its huge market to the world by gradually easing tight
regulations on foreign investment and decreasing fariffs. Japan and other
industrialized countries have accelerated their investment in China which is now
dubbed a manufacturing center of the world with its abundant skilled labor force
working for lower pay. Taking advantage of the lower tariffs, the industrialized
nations have increased their exports of machine components and in return,
imported machinery assembled in China. In parallel with the brisk trade, trade
friction is arising. To cope with China's forrential exports of certain vegetables,
Japan invoked interim safeguards and in retaliation China imposed drastic
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surcharges on Japanese products such as mobile phones and automobiles. As is
often the case among developing countries, China has yet to pay adequate heed
to intellectual property rights. Tens of millions of CDs and DVDs have been
produced and sold in China without paying the due royalties. Observers say it
will take some time before Japan and China tide over their perception gap
regarding free trade and enhance interdependence in the framework of the WTO.

Collusion between old-fashioned corporate management and Sokaiya
racketeers still remained intact despite the public censure of such illicit ties
resulting from an irresolute attitude on the part of top executives.

The powerful typhoon, though somewhat weakened as it veers along the
Japanese archipelago, is still packing a maximum wind velocity of 40
meters a second at its center, causing gusts within a radius of two-hundred
kilometers.

Hundreds of Iraqi citizens rampaged in front of an immense statue of
deposed President Saddam Hussein, frampling and burning portraits of the
ousted dictator before pulling down the bronze image.

The man who had knifed five people in succession on the busy streets
around Shibuya Station told police that he chose the victims af random to
work out his frustration by spurring a spree.

The NGO leader appealed to wealthy nations for more emergency
humanitarian aid for people who are living on scarce rations which do not
meet their nutritional needs.

The major opposition party charged that the government had hastily decided
on the dispatch of SDF personnel to Iraq without a reasonable explanation
only to comply with an urgent request from Washington.

According to a press survey, quite a few Japanese frowned on the saber-
rattling tendency of the US administration reportedly dominated by
so-called neo-conservatives who apparently advocated the idea of "Might is
right".

Amid mounting criticism of his deflationary economic policy among intra-
party factions, the Prime Minister has resolutely reaffirmed that his
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structural reform line will continue.

The financial institution says the continued asset deflation, namely drastic
falls in real estate and share prices, is the aggravating cause of the
accumulation of non-performing loans, which has dealt a heavy blow to
Japan's banking system.

"He who sows little will reap little" is the philosophy of the winner of the
year-end jumbo lottery who had lavishly spent a great deal of money on
buying lottery tickets, defying the repeated advice from his friends.

The two Japanese abductees must have recalled the awful night when they
visited a seaside park where they had been kidnapped by North Korean
agents 25 years before.

Doctors accompanying the UN fact-finding mission to the African country
expressed apprehension that epidemics are expected to spread after the
flood recedes and people are forced to drink contaminated water.

The House Speaker proclaimed a one-hour recess in the plenary session
before the vote on the controversial bill for the ruling and opposition parties
to find a breakthrough in their crucial showdown over national security.
The political maverick is still regarded as a person to be reckoned with even
though his small conservative party was merged into the major opposition
group with the crucial general election near at hand.

One of North Korea's four MIG fighters came within 15 meters of a US
reconnaissance plane in their interception of the aircraft which was flying
over the Sea of Japan on what the Pentagon called a routine mission.

The opposition charged that the government should rectify the inequality in
the existing taxation system rather than raising the consumption tax to
double digit levels as contemplated by the Tax Commission.

The Imperial Household Agency says the Emperor is recuperating at a villa
from a prostate cancer operation before returning to his state duties which
have been temporarily transferred to the Crown Prince.

A group of South Korean pickpockets were arrested red-handed in public
on a Shinjuku street after they wielded their knives against a squad of
plainclothes officers.

Certain opinion leaders maintain that the longstanding conspicuous lack in
patriotism among young people should be redressed under a new
fundamental law of education.

In the historic referendum in South Africa, a majority of white Africans
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voted to share power with black compatriots who had been segregated
under apartheid.

Thanks to the various refinements added to digital cameras, coupled with
conspicuous price reductions, the domestic shipments of such cameras have
surpassed those of conventional cameras in ferms of units.

The defense counsel pleaded for a not-guilty verdict for the housewife who
killed her husband while resisting the life-threatening violence repeatedly
inflicted on her.

The security camera seems to be a double-edged sword. It has proved to be quite
instrumental in putting a brake on further aggravation of the crime situation in
entertainment quarters and shopping malls as was shown in the case of
Kabukicho, Shinjuku, a notorious hotbed of various crimes in Tokyo. Advised by
the Tokyo Metropolitan Police Department, the district installed surveillance
cameras in 2002, which led to a drastic decrease in the number of street crimes
such as robbery, theft and shoplifting. The police department is said to have been
encouraged by the conspicuous effect of security cameras in the James Bulger
case in Britain. The two murderers of a two-year-old boy were apprehended
thanks to a videotape taken by a security camera in a shopping mall. In Japan,
security cameras have provided tangible clues to police in the search for suspects
of several heinous crimes that came as a shock to the general public. In
Fukuoka, a Chinese student was caught on videotape by a security camera while
he was buying dumbbells and kandcuffs that were used in the slaying of a family
of four found in Hakata Bay. In Nagasaki, the murderer of a four-year-old boy
was identified as a 12-year-old junior high school student by video clips from a
surveillance camera installed at a shopping arcade near the scene of the crime.
In Shibuya, Tokyo, where a man on a motorcycle stabbed five people at random,
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police arrested the suspect using images from a video camera at a convenience
store where he assaulted one of his victims. However, some critics argue that the
cameras are monitoring citizens from nowhere round the clock, causing a grave
infringement of the privacy of tens of millions of shoppers and pedestrians.

The Tokyo District Public Prosecutors Office has confiscated scores of
cardboard packages of documents of the influential political figure who is
reportedly involved in the money-for-favors scandal.

Voters in Zushi City reelected the young mayor who had rejected a
government request to build additional housing complexes for US
servicemen and their dependents in Ikego in exchange for four military
facilities the US Forces relinquished.

A Tokyo resident says he feels his stress is soothed by relishing ethnic foods
from Southeast Asian countries and listening to Afghan folk music at a finy
restaurant in downtown Tokyo.

As of the year 2000, more than half the electricity generated in Japan
depended on fossil fuels such as oil, coal and natural gas with the remainder
chiefly on nuclear and hydraulic power.

Intra-party factions in the LDP are the remnant of power struggles under the
defunct multi-seat constituency system in which candidates from the same
party had to compete with each other.

In the courtroom, the cruel murderer of innocent school children directed his
outright hostility toward the bereaved families instead of expressing
remorse for the heinous crime of the stabbing rampage.

The cellular phone has prevailed much faster than anticipated probably
because of technological innovation such as the installation of the Internet
including e-mail function, a built-in digital camera and a GPS locator.

The US government made reparations for the damage inflicted on more
than 120 thousand Japanese-Americans who had been almost deprived of
their civil rights and property during the Pacific War.
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A group of motorcyclists petitioned major political parties, asking to repeal
the provision in the Road Traffic Law which prohibits them from riding
double on expressways.

The suicide bombings were directed at US soldiers who were on high alert
to repel the persistent assaults by the remnants of the Hussein regime and
Islamic fundamentalists.

The government says the giant transport planes of the Air Self-Defense
Force are quite instrumental in airlifting food and other daily necessities to
replenish scanty supplies in that region.

The strategy of Amnesty International is to flood the repressive regime with
tens of thousands of indignant letters calling for the release of prisoners of
conscience without any delay or preconditions.

The prefectural police headquarters has been repeatedly reprimanded for its
attempts to cover up wrongdoings by police officers such as burglary, drug
abuse, obscene conduct and other irregularities.

Some critics harshly denounced the coalition cabinet led by a Socialist for
its statement expressing self-reproach and apology to Asian countries
plagued by Japan's past war of aggression.

In the war-torn country, a photographer of a British news agency was shot
dead by a US soldier who in a panic mistook his camera for a small gun to
repulse tanks and armored cars.

It is said that the famous bronze stafue of Saigo Takamori at the gafe of
Ueno Park does not resemble the conspicuous figure in the Meiji
Restoration as was reportedly stated by his widow at the time of its
unveiling ceremony.

the island and elsewhere in China.

The defendant was
Mamoru Takuma, a 39-year-old jobless man, who had been prosecuted for the
indiscriminate murders and injuries of elementary school children and their
teachers. On the morning of June 8th, 2001, he burst into the attached
elementary school of the Osaka University of Education, wielding a kitchen
knife. Takuma stabbed children in classrooms at random, killing eight children
and injuring 13 others and two teachers before he was overpowered by teachers
and arrested red-handed. In the trial at the Osaka District Court, the man hinted
at the divorce with his third wife as a motive for the homicide but did not
elaborate. His defense counsel pleaded not-guilty by reason of insanity and
asked the court to have him undergo psychiatric tests. In the court ruling, the
presiding judge said that the murderer had sufficient mental ability to take
responsibility for the crime he committed. Before sentencing, Takuma shouted,
"Let me speak. I'm going to be hanged anyway." The judge brushed aside his
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plea and ordered him evicted from the court room. The death penalty was
handed down without the presence of the defendant, which is said to be very rare
in court history. The bereaved families of the deceased told the press that he
deserved capital punishment as he had shown no remorse at all. The defense
counsel appealed to the higher court, but Takuma withdrew the suit.

Cabinet Ministers sometimes attend town meetings in various parts of the
country to rub shoulders with voters and listen to voices at the grass-roots
level, which helps inspire their day-to-day politics.

The MLB player from Japan had come to get along with the ungenerous
reporters in New York as he always responded politely, even to rude
questions, at interviews and news conferences.

Following rumors of market intervention by the monetary authorities, the
greenback soared during the morning session, but later dipped due to the
prospect of a weaker dollar in the near future.

In the United Nations, the Secretary General has denounced the United States for
its unilateralism, although not by name. Addressing the General Assembly, Mr.
Kofi Annan said that only the United Nations is endowed with legitimacy for the
use of force against the threats to the international community. He said
unilateralism without consent by the Security Council is a fundamental challenge
to the UN Charter which has preserved the peace and stability of the world for
58 years. The address made prior to general debates by the heads of state and
government of the member states is interpreted as bitter criticism of the
preemptive attack doctrine adopted in the Iraq War by the Bush administration of
the United States.

China succeeded in flawlessly retrieving its first manned space capsule in
Inner Mongolia in 2003. The capsule orbited the Earth 14 times in 21 hours
after being separated from the rocket which was blasted off at a launching
site in the Gobi Desert.

The 85-year-old former prime minister must have felt humiliated when he
was advised not to run in the general election in line with the LDP rule that
excludes party members over 73 from the candidate list for the proportional
representation section.

All 17 nuclear reactors of Tokyo Electric Power Company were temporarily
shut down for checks and repairs after a series of cover-ups of flaws in the
reactors came to light.

The Japanese authorities tightened inspections of the North Korean cargo-
passenger ship, the Man Gyong Bong, to block possible shipments of such
contraband goods as sensitive military-related equipment and narcotics.
Many evacuees told the press that they couldn't help shivering with fear
when raging forest fires were approaching their homes despite desperate
efforts by firefighters to extinguish them.

The US government paid a combined reward of 30-million dollars to an
informant who disclosed the whereabouts of the two sons of deposed Iraqi
President Saddam Hussein who were slain after a shoot-out with US troops
at their hideout in Northern Iraq.

The used bookstore was closed over the owner's treatment of a shoplifier in his early
teens, who tried to run away and was killed by a train after being questioned by police.

Japan offered to shoulder one-eleventh of reconstruction funds for Iraq,
which is estimated to amount to 55-billion dollars, at the international
donors' conference held in the Spanish capital of Madrid.

China became the third country to have a manned space craft, following Russia
and the United States. The first Chinese manned space ship, "'Shenzhou" was
launched by a two-stage rocket, the Long March, from a space center in Gobi
Desert in Gansu Province with an Air Force lieutenant colonel on board.

The Long March II,
capable of carrying a payload of up to 9.5 tons into space, has been compared with
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the H-2 rocket of Japan. Japanese experts say Japan does not intend to develop
manned space craft although it has the capability to do so. Japan is totally
dependent on the United States as far as manned space exploration is concerned.
Several Japanese astronauts have been on board the space shuttle after paying a
considerable amount of money to NASA for each flight.

The US command in Baghdad says American soldiers are doing their best
to spare civilians from harm in "Operation Iron Hammer" to mop up the
remnants of the old regime and other terrorists.
People observing the solar eclipse in a live telecast from Antarctica
exclaimed with wonder when they saw the fringe of the sun sparkling like a
diamond.
The female head of the SDP, who had been spearheading the movement to
espouse the war-renouncing Constitution, resigned, taking responsibility for
a stunning setback in the general election.
Prices of brand-name rice soared markedly by more than 50 percent from
the previous year due mainly to the worst crop in 10 years stemming from a
long spell of cool weather in the growing season.
In the general election, the Democratic Party stirred interest among voters
by introducing a campaign manifesto which spells out the concrete policies
the party will implement when it takes the helm of the country.
The Tokyo Metropolitan Government in collaboration with three adjacent
prefectures has tightened controls over diesel-engine trucks which spew
large quantities of foxic gases into the atmosphere.
The medical school of the prestigious university has been endeavoring to
extend its sphere of activities by sending graduates to major hospitals and
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medical colleges in the area.

The fishery authorities of the prefecture virtually banned shipments of carp
cultured in the second largest lake in Japan as a herpes virus was detected in
the specimens of dead carp, although there was no possibility of the virus
infecting human beings.

With the bitter winter drawing near, brown bears are seen splashing their
way along remote streams in Hokkaido to catch salmon which are looking
for their spawning habitats.

The surprise visit to Baghdad by the US President was welcomed by
spontaneous applause from 600 American servicemen who were going to
have a Thanksgiving Day dinner after the intensified terrorist attacks in the
Iraqi capital.

To the regret of enthusiastic fans, the pre-favored judoist had to withdraw
from the final in the selection for the Olympic Games as he sprained a joint
during the preceding match with his gigantic rival.

The outcome of the 43rd general election seems to further accelerate the recent
political trend toward a two-party system. In the election of the 480-seat House
of Representatives, which of the two major parties should be voted into power
was the main campaign issue. The LDP, led by Prime Minister Jun-ichiro
Koizumi, garnered 237 seats although it lost 10 seats from its pre-election
strength. Another coalition party, Komei, won 34 seats supported by the neo-
Buddhist sect Sokagakkai. A minor coalition partner, the New Conservative
Party, won four seats. The three-party coalition with a combined strength of 275
seats obtained the absolute stable majority needed to control all the standing
committees in the first chamber of Parliament. However, the New Conservative
Party, which lost five seats, was absorbed by the LDP. The No. 1 opposition
party, the Democrats led by reformist Naoto Kan made a leap to 177 seats or 40
seats more than before the election, taking advantage of a surprise merger with
the Liberals headed by the maverick politician, Ichiro Ozawa. On the other hand,
the minor opposition parties suffered stunning setbacks. The Communists
retained only nine seats, or less than half their pre-election strength. The Social
Democrats, who had spearheaded pro-Constitution movements since the war,
were dealt a fatal blow, losing 12. Their staunch chairwoman, Takako Doi, was
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defeated in her constituency though she managed to get her seat in the
proportional representation system. The 74-year-old chairwoman was replaced
by a 47-year-old lawyer-turned politician, Mizuho Fukushima. The voter turnout
was a little less than 60 percent, almost the same as the lowest figure recorded in
the previous general election.

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The Japan Aerospace Exploration Agency staggered under criticism
following a series of setbacks in its programs including the launch failures of
the H-2 A rocket and the abandonment of the Mars probe project.

The Colombian Armed Forces said leftist guerrillas stampeded into a hasty
action of shooting the Japanese hostage dead at point-blank range following a
sudden siege by government troops.

JAXA, which stands for the Japan Aerospace Exploration Agency,
abandoned its first inter-planetary probe by giving up last-ditch efforts to
repair ' Nozomi ' now on its way to Mars.

The American-led CPA, which stands for the Coalition Provisional
Authority, planned to set up a 40-thousand-strong standing army by
recruiting Iraqis in a bid to restore law and order in the country.

Reports from Shanghai say a capacity audience of nearly 3,000 Chinese gave
a standing ovation to the Japanese theatrical group when the curtain closed.
From an international standpoint, J apan's Selt-Defense Forces are the armed
forces both in name and reality though the government shies away from
proclaiming it out of political considerations.

Foreign currency deposits are popular among money-conscious people since
the deposit interest rates of Japanese banks remain stafic at extremely low
levels.

The 15-year statute of limitation has expired on the murder case in which a
newsman was shot dead at the Hanshin Bureau of the Asahi Shimbun by a
masked gunman claiming to be a member of an anti-Communist squad.

The Prime Minister says Japan should be a staunch ally of the United States
and vice versa in order to best cope with the fluid international situation,
which is quite different from the stafic one in the Cold War era.

The opposition parties in unison charged that the Prime Minister is steering
the nation in the wrong direction by hastily siding with Washington which
they say has started a war without a cause.

Rebuffing the charge, the Prime Minister stressed that the opposition should
not adopt stereotypical analysis of the international situation which is
becoming increasingly fluid after the Cold War.

The Bank of Japan has promised that it will provide enough stopgap loans for
operating funds in the year end of local businesses being plagued by the
temporal nationalization of the major regional financial institution.

Maritime Safety Agency officials found more than 30 Chinese stowaways
confined in a container on board a freighter drifting in the East China Sea off
the island group claimed by Japan, China and Taiwan.

The North Korean shipowner unilaterally abandoned its responsibility for the
freighter which had become stranded off Hitachi Port after being hit by high
waves caused by a powerful typhoon.
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Under the revised Road Traffic Law, a driver carrying an infant below the
age of six is obliged to install a child safety seat in his car.

Thanks to appropriate spurs by the patient manager, the underdog baseball
team bailed itself out of a 18-game losing streak, the worst record in
Japanese pro baseball history.

The United States has demanded that Japanese industry in general
streamline complicated distribution systems which are apt to hinder foreign
manufacturers from gaining access to the Japanese market.

Japanese students enrolled at Xian University in Central China left the
country in the wake of strident protests against what Chinese students called
a humiliating show that some of the Japanese students had performed in the
campus festival.

Striking innovations in the sphere of broadband technology are expected to
enhance learning through the Internet, providing more chances to study a
variety of subjects beyond the restraints of time and place.

The IOC made it known that the Hungarian weightlifting silver medalist was
instantly stripped of his medal after he tested positive for a banned drug he
had taken to reduce his weight.

The ousted Iraqi dictator was held captive in an assault by a special squad of
the US Army at an underground hideout in his former stronghold of the
Sunni Triangle in northern Iraq.

The heaviest Yokozuna on record had come to stumble by losing his balance
in the ring when pulled down or pushed forward during the last days of his
14-year sumo career.

The Japanese government expected that terrorist attacks in Iraq would
subside after the capture of ousted President Saddam Hussein before
dispatching Self-Defense Force personnel to Iraq amid the pros and cons
about the government's decision.

The government-affiliated Water Agency has decided to ferminate the
Tokura Dam Project which was to submerge the upper reaches of the To-ne
River to make an artificial lake 90 times the size of Tokyo Disney Land.
Small and medium-sized CATV stations were unable to provide their
subscribers with a terrestrial digital broadcasting service since the necessary
investment for the new service was beyond their reach.

There seemed to be subtle differences of opinion on the planned dispatch of
Ground Self-Defense Force personnel to Iraq between the LDP and Komei
whose rank and file members are highly peace-conscious.

The take-home pay of a salaried worker has been drastically reduced due to
the increasing deduction of premiums for the pension and medical care
systems that are now on the verge of collapse in the face of a rapidly aging
society.

The Manchurian Incident was inifiated by a subversive act of the Kwantung
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Army of the Japanese military, leading to the subsequent 15-year war with
China and the Pacific War with the allied forces.

More than 1,000 Chinese orphans of Japanese parentage sued the state for
per capita compensation of 33-million yen for the negligence of duty to help
them lead an independent life in their homeland.

The opposition party leader maintained that in order to remove the
suffocating atmosphere of the Japanese politics, his party must transform
itself from a party of resistance into a governing party.

In the briefing to newsmen, the Press Secretary summarized what was going
on in the battlefield but did not elaborate presumably because of security
concerns for the US soldiers deployed in the region.

The opposition camp charged that the eloguent Prime Minister's structural
reform remains superficial presumably because of strident resistance from
members of Parliament acting as lobbyists for interest groups.

The number of marriages for the year plunged probably because superstition
has it that women born in a certain year of the Horse in the zodiac calendar
are destined to divorce.

Residents lost their court battle with the railway company which had rejected
their plea that the company should construct underground quadruple tracks
for the line instead of elevated ones to ease congestion of the commuter line.
Some Hibakusha or atom-bomb survivors contended that it's a matter of
conscience whether the Smithsonian Museum exhibits the Enola Gay
without any explanations about the holocaust caused by the nuclear bomb
dropped from the B-29.

Certain members of the government panel on the privatization of the Japan
Highway Public Corporation voiced strong criticism of the government's
plan, which they said contradicts the panel's recommendation to stop using
tolls to construct new expressways.

The government and the ruling parties coordinated their views on the
privatization of the four road corporations to soothe the snowballing
indignation of certain Parliamentarians who had insisted on constructing the
planned nationwide expressway network.

The President categorically denied the persistent criticism that the United
States had initiated war without a cause, saying Iraqis now have a country
free of suppression by the dictatorial regime thanks to the US invasion.

Japan's space program has hit a snag after a series of setbacks in the process of
implementing the program schemed by JAXA, an independent administrative
institution formed by merging three government-affiliated organizations related
to space exploitation. In October, 2003, JAXA gave up reestablishing
communications with "Midori 2. The advanced earth observation satellite was
launched to find clues to solutions of global environmental problems including
the warming of the Earth's afmosphere and the continued expansion of the ozone
hole. But it lost contact with the operation center later. JAXA also abandoned
the hope of putting its first inferplanetary probe "Nozomi' into Mars orbit in
early December. The Mars orbiter had an engine malfunction on its way to the
Red Planet, stripping the probe of the means to transmit data back to the Earth.
The probe was to detect whether Mars has a magnetic field as well as to examine
effects of the solar winds when the planet made its closest approach to the Earth
for the first time in 60-thousand years. The most serious sefback came in late
November. JAXA failed to launch Japan's mainstay rocket H-2A, which would
have put two spy satellites into orbit. The optical and radar satellites were to
gather intelligence data on military sites and disaster areas in tandem with two
other spy satellites already orbiting the Earth. The launch of the four intelligence
satellites was decided on in the wake of the shocking news that North Korea had
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fired a Taepodong missile over the Japanese Archipelago. The launch failure also
jeopardized the credibility of Japan's rocket technology since the mainstay rocket
was expected to enable Japan to enter the world market for launching commercial
satellites. The crucial accident gave the impression that Japan is lagging far
behind China which became the third country to have a manned space craft
following Russia and the United States.

The former Prime Minister maintains that nothing can fake the place of the
Japan-US alliance as far as national security is concerned in view of the
impending menace from North Korea.

To hear the news that Saddam Hussein was captured, excited Iraqi citizens
took to the streets in Baghdad and elsewhere with some of them firing guns
at random, resulting in the deaths of several people.

Spectators spontaneously cheered and applauded the various performances
put on by fame monkeys at a theater where more than 70 monkeys are
undergoing hard training.

On a main street in the heart of Tokyo, nearly 200 hot rodders were rounded
up for tampering with the mufflers on their vehicles and obscuring their
license plates by covering them with tape.

The balance sheet does not necessarily show the total strength of an
enterprise since it includes only fangible assets such as factories, equipment
and inventory and excludes infangible assets such as patents, trademarks
and brand names.

The high returns promised by the swindler tempted aged people to squeeze their
last savings to purchase the bogus financial products without hesitation.
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The one-man founder of the company gave in to temptation to bug a
journalist who had written stories about the wrongdoing of his sons which
resulted in a plunge in the value of the shares of the money lender with the
largest outstanding credits.

The Labor Standards Authorities have warned business enterprises of a
growing tendency for employees to work overtime without being paid the
legal extra allowances.

Tension in the housing block mounted all of a sudden in the wake of
repeated shootouts between the rival gang rings which had claimed the life
of a nearby resident.

With the deadline for the moratorium of the so-called payoff system
drawing near, large depositors had to take measures to protect their savings
by dividing them between several banks.

The Japan Business Federation, a comprehensive economic organization,
deprived Takefuji of its membership in a disciplinary action against the
major money lender which had been indicted on charges of wiretapping.

As the security situation deteriorated in Iraq, looters swept art museums
housing tens of thousands of priceless articles including those from the
Mesopotamian Civilization that flourished seven-thousand years ago.

When it comes to Japan's ancient history, we cannot do without a chapter in
the biographical history book of the Wei Dynasty in China which described
the lifestyle of the Japanese people in the years preceding the birth of the
Yamato Dynasty.

The media in unison denounced a Gifu-based group of Japanese sword
collectors for bomb blackmail and shootings at North Korean-related
facilities, terming them as barbarian acts that could endanger democracy.
Braving the drizzle, rescue operations continued incessantly from dusk to
dawn, searching for survivors buried alive in the devastating quake that hit
Southwest Iran.

The share price of the major consumer loan company, which lists its shares on
the first section of the Tokyo Stock Exchange, plunged due to a rumor that its
chairman was expected to be arrested on suspicion of telephone bugging.

In 2003, Japan, for the first time in its 57-year postwar history, dispatched the
Self-Defense Forces to a country where hostilities still continue. Under a basic
plan stipulated in the special law for Iraq, more than 1,050 SDF troops were
mobilized for the reconstruction of Iraq and humanitarian aid for the Iraqi people.
Some 500 Ground Self-Defense Force personnel were stationed in the southern
Iraqi city of Samawah where the security situation was stable. They provided
purified water and medical care and helped repair public facilities. The Maritime
Self-Defense Force dispatched eight vessels to provide logistic support to the
GSDF contingent in Samawah. The Air Self-Defense Force sent aircraft to
shuttle relief supplies from an airbase in Kuwait to major airports in Iraq. This
was also the first time that the three branches of the Self-Defense Forces were
sent simultaneously in an overseas operation. In Parliament, fierce verbal attacks
were exchanged, reflecting the pros and cons in the public debate about the
dispatch of SDF troops to Iraq. Prime Minister Junichiroh Koizumi stressed that
SDF personnel are not going to wage war but to help rebuild the country through
humanitarian aid. He said, in addition to financial assistance, the contribution of
personnel is indispensable for Japan as a responsible member of the international
community. He said, at present, the SDF is the only Japanese organization that
can meet the various needs of the Iragi people. The Prime Minister maintained
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UNIT 39

that the troop dispatch serves the national interest as it will strengthen ties with
the United States and contribute to the stability of the Middle East. The
opposition parties charged that the government's decision is incompatible with
the Constitution which bans the use of force as a means of solving international
disputes. They said Iraq is still in a virtual state of war and there are no non-
combat zones 1n Iraq where the SDF is allowed to undertake humanitarian relief
activities under the special law for Iraq. They contend that the US-initiated war
cannot be justified because the existence of weapons of mass destruction cited as
the main reason for the war is yet to be proved. Commenting on the latest move,
foreign dispatches from Tokyo said Japan has crossed the Rubicon.

Consumers were concerned about a revelation that some meat and eggs from
chickens which may have been infected with a highly contagious strain of bird
flu had already been put on the market on account of obscure administrative
guidance and sloppy management of the poulfry farm.

The recent achievements in the so-called digital revolution, the IP phone and TV
for instance, may help students overcome their difficulties in speaking practices of
English, which use up a lot of time and a spectacular sum of money at present.

due to increased allocations for the Iraq War and the war against terror as well as
a large-scale tax slash.

The whereabouts of three leading members of the notorious religious cult are still
unknown despite an extensive search by the Japanese police and a worldwide
dragnet spread by Interpol.

Repercussions spread over a verbal bombshell by a former British cabinet
minister o the effect that a British intelligence agency had once wirefapped the
UN Secretary General, although Downing Street categorically denied the
allegation.

With regard to their career in the service, the Democratic confender in the US
Presidential race was by far superior to the Republican incumbent who was
rumored as a draft dodger during the Vietham War.

In the TV drama, the doctor's ambition to head the newly-built state-of-the-art cancer
research center has withered too soon as he lost a court battle with the bereaved family
of a patient who had sued him for his alleged malpractice in the surgery.

The Prime Minister withheld his comment on the opposition charges that the
issuance of deficit-covering national honds in the state budget had exceeded his
earlier pledge of a 30-trillion yen limit.

The "Nippon-maru" is now on the brink of sinking, loaded with unprecedentedly
heavy debts. As of the end of fiscal 2004, the outstanding debts of the central
and local governments are estimated at 750-trillion yen, or one and a half times
the GDP. In other words, per capita debt for the Japanese including infants
stands at 5 million 630 thousand yen, or 200-thousand yen more than the average
annual disposable income for a worker's household. In the state budget for fiscal
2004, the government issued a record amount of national bonds worth more than
36-trillion yen to make up for revenue shortfalls. Bond issuance accounted for 46
percent of the 82-trillion-yen general account, an all-time high. As is generally
known, the deterioration of the state finances was prompted by repeated
packages of pump-priming measures centered on sloppy and inept expenditures
for public works projects. The worsening of the state finances is also attributed to
the allocations for social security measures such as medical care and pensions
which are destined to increase in a rapidly graying society. Another reason was
the diminishing tax revenues due to the protracted deflation which made
corporate profits taper off and forced the government to cut the individual
income tax to buoy up domestic consumption. Finding clues to bail Japan out of
the debt-ridden situation is undoubtedly one of the most imminent problems for
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UNIT 40

the government to desperately tackle since the situation is the worst among the
industrial countries in the world. First of all, the central and local governments

alike should not hesitate to slash wanton outlays of tax money on non-essential
projects. The central government should map out an overall master plan for the
national burden including medical insurance and pensions. Provided that visual
reforms are achieved, vigilant taxpayers would folerate the increase in their
burdens including a substantial rise in the consumption tax.

The Lehman Shock was the bankruptcy of a major American investment
bank, Lehman Brothers, in September, 2008, which invited a worldwide
credit crunch.

Lehman Brothers' bankruptcy was triggered by the default of subprime
loans, higher interest housing mortgages to people in the lower income
bracket, which President George Bush Jr. launched under the slogan,
"Houses for All People".

Earlier, Lehman Brothers and other American investment banks sold
a variety of derivatives incorporating mortgages in order to diversify
risks anticipated by defaults.

After a lot of such derivatives were sold, the housing bubble collapsed,
leaving enormous losses to investment banks and other financial
institutions which had bought securities and other financial products
from them.

The total debt of Lehman Brothers amounted to 613 billion dollars,
a record high in the financial history of the United States. Following
Lehman Brothers, the other three major US investment banks, Merrill
Lynch, Goldman Sachs and Morgan Stanley, collapsed one after another.
The Lehman Shock began to show the signs of a world financial
crisis, involving the world's largest insurance company, AIG, Bank of
America and banks in France, Germany and Britain.

The credit crunch invited simultaneous stock plunges and recessions
around the world, making exports from Japan and China drastically
decrease. The average share price on the Tokyo Stock Exchange fell by
40 percent to below the 7,000-yen mark in October.

The US Federal Reserve Board, the equivalent of a central bank,
decided to finance up to 85 billon dollars to bail out AIG from probable
failure and the US government gave a sizable amount of tax-payers'
money to major banks to increase their capitals.

The Lehman Shock fell short of a world financial panic thanks to the
government decision to pour in public funds to rescue the financial
system and the world economy, which then gradually began to get out
of recession.

President Barack Obama criticized Wall Street executives for receiving
big bonuses as taxpayers' money was being used to shore up the ailing
financial system. He said to reporters, " It is shameful."

A crisis in the world financial system, once impaired by the Lehman
Shock, was kindled in Europe in 2011 by fears of possible plunges of
national bonds and defaults in certain Euro member states which were
faced with financial collapses.

The on-going crisis surfaced all at once when it became known that the

Greek government had too much debt to pay off its national bonds.

The Euro member countries urged Greece to implement an austere
fiscal policy, against which labor unions of government employees and
public transportation workers as well as pensioners went on a general
strike.

Investors sold government bonds of not only Greece but also other
southern European member nations such as Portugal, Spain and Italy
whose fiscal conditions had been worsening. Stock prices of European
banks, which held such government bonds in large quantities, sharply
dropped.

A Brussels-based French-Belgian bank, Dexia, which held large
amounts of Greek and Italian national bonds, went bankrupt, leaving
fears of chain-reaction failures of financial institutions.

The US government planned to slash federal budget deficits by 3.6
trillion dollars by imposing more taxes on the rich, cutting military
spending and so on over the coming ten years.

The yen soared to the historically high 75-yen level as the Japanese
currency was considered to be comparatively stable in view of the
financial unrest in Europe and business slowdown in the United States.
The Japanese government and the Bank of Japan launched a dollar-
buying intervention in the foreign currency market to stop further
appreciation of the yen for the first time in six and a half years.
However, the effect of the intervention proved to be limited since other
countries shied away from a joint operation with Japan.

The Bank of Japan increased its money supply to commercial banks
by 10 percent to 55 billion yen to stop the yen's appreciation but to no
avail. The central bank expected the new easy-money policy to result in
lower lending rates and a lower value for the yen.

The Euro summit of the 17 government leaders agreed to a three-point
package deal to ward off a possible credit crunch -- a higher capital
ratio for banks, re-enlargement of the European Financial Stability
Facility and a 50% write-off of Greek debt held by private banks.

THE LEHMAN SHOCK & ITS AFTERMATH

The world economy, which began to show signs of gradual recovery three
years after the Lehman shock, was again hit by a crisis. The new crisis was
triggered by fears of possible bankruptcy of European financial institutions
which held in large quantity national bonds of such euro member states in
southern Europe as Greece, Italy, Spain and Portugal. Prices of government
bonds of these countries drastically plunged because of the worsening
national finances. Dexia, a Brussels-based major French-Belgian financial
institution, went bankrupt and apprehension of chain reactions prevailed.
The European Union and the 17-nation Euro member states decided to take
concerted action to provide financial assistance to the troubled Greece and
at the same time demanded that Greece adopt an austere budget policy.
In addition, the summit of the 17 national government leaders agreed to
a three-point package to resolve the crisis. The three points were capital
ratio increases for commercial banks, re-enlargement of the ESFS and a 50
percent cut of the Greek debt.
